

Introduction
Since the launch of the TST project in 1998, a global network of scholars, scientists, and educators have generated new research, documents, and insights that reflect a fuller, more accurate, evidence-based history of the transatlantic slave trade.  This material conveys a deeper understanding of slavery as a global economic engine. Recent scholarship also sheds light on African history and the broad range of contributions made by African peoples held in forced bondage in countries within the slave trade system.

The following listing contains a sampling of valuable resources for teaching and reference use in the classroom (adaptable for primary through secondary grades). Many of these resources were identified during the research work of local school-community collaborations that bravely chose to reexamine their histories and international ties.

With the sharing of more accurate information and a revived collective memory, we can begin to disassemble the obstacles to peace and mutual understanding left in the aftermath of slavery.
